In case of a disaster, it will be useful to
have all the information you need with
you. There are pages in this booklet
where you can write down things like the
name of your “nearby evacuation center,”
“about me,” and “important contacts.”

Discuss what you will write with your
family and friends, and fill them in.

If you don’t know where the nearby
evacuation center is, ask your neighbor or
your municipal office.
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Place this booklet in your purse or day
planner and keep it with you always. The
booklet can be folded along the guidelines
to make it compact and easier to carry.
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
