Message Board Service

@®Post your message via your mobile
phone carrier’s WEB site or disaster
message application.

@®You can text your message.

®Posting procedures will differ between
mobile phone carriers. Check beforehand.
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What is an
evacuation center?

@It s a place to stay, for a while,
when it is dangerous/difficult for
you to stay at home.

@I1t’s open to all, foreigners and
Japanese alike.

®You will be provided with food and
water. You can gather necessary
information there, too.
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What to do at the
evacuation center

®When you arrive, write your name
in the name list at the reception.

@There may not be enough supplies,
so let’s share what is available.

@If you are healthy and fit, please

help out.
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Check and write down the name of
a nearby evacuation center.
